Football is the most popular sport in England. In fact, a lot of English people say it is their
national sport.
English people have played football for a very long time. However, the game didn’t have any
real rules until the 19th century. In 1815, Eton College created rules to make the game less
violent and later, in 1848, Cambridge university made many of the modern rules.

Floods happen when there is more water in a river or lake than that body of water can handle.
This extra water then spills out onto the land causing a disaster .

The damaging effects of a flood can be great. Flood waters destroy everything in their path:
buildings, bridges, roadways etc. Entire crops can be ruined and people and animals can die from
drowning.

Even after flood waters retreat, the problems can continue. Water can be dangerous to drink,
people can get sick from diseases, and there can be food shortages. Economic difficulties can be
felt for years.
